Breakthrough Discovery:

Natural Supplement Tricaprin Helps

Heart Failure Patients Recover

Heart failure is a serious and
often life-threatening con-
dition that affects millions of
people worldwide. Traditionally,
patients with severe heart failure
may require a heart transplant—a
complex, risky, and expensive
procedure. However, research-
ers from Osaka University have
discovered a natural supplement
that may help certain heart fail-
ure patients recover without the
need for surgery.

The Role of Tricaprin in Heart
Disease

A study published in Nature
Cardiovascular Research has
revealed that tricaprin, a natural
dietary supplement, can signifi-
cantly improve survival rates
and even restore heart function in
patients suffering from a newly
identified heart disease called
triglyceride deposit cardiomyo-
vasculopathy (TGCV).

TGCYV is a condition where the
body is unable to properly break
down triglycerides, which are
fat molecules needed for energy
storage. As a result, excessive
triglyceride buildup occurs in the
heart and smooth muscle cells,
leading to blockages, weakened
heart muscles, and ultimately,
heart failure. Until now, many
patients with this condition re-
quired heart transplants.

How Tricaprin Works

Tricaprin appears to help the
body break down triglycerides
more efficiently. Researchers
observed that tricaprin not only
relieved symptoms in TGCV
patients but also reversed some
of the structural damage in the
heart.

One remarkable case involved a
woman in her 50s who had been
hospitalized five times due to
worsening heart failure, despite
receiving multiple medications.

After starting tricaprin, her heart
function completely recovered,
and she remained healthy for
over seven years.

The Study’s Key Findings

The researchers analyzed data
from Japanese patients diag-
nosed with TGCV, comparing
those who took tricaprin to those
who did not. The study included
22 patients treated with tricaprin
and 190 controls. After adjusting
for various factors, they found
that:

The 3-year and S5-year survival
rates for the tricaprin group were
100%, compared to 78.6% and
68.1% in the control group, re-
spectively.

Several patients on hemodialy-
sis—who typically have a very
poor prognosis—also showed
significant improvement with
tricaprin treatment.

Future Implications

Dr. Ken-ichi Hirano, the study’s
lead author, emphasized the im-
portance of early diagnosis and
treatment of TGCV. He stated
that raising awareness about this
disease could give patients the
best chance at recovery.

While these findings are prom-
ising, the study was conducted
on Japanese patients. Further
research is needed to confirm
whether tricaprin has the same
benefits for patients of other eth-
nic backgrounds.

A New Hope for Heart Failure
Patients

This research provides hope for
heart failure patients who previ-
ously had limited treatment op-
tions. If further studies confirm
its effectiveness, tricaprin could
become a widely used, simple,
and affordable alternative to
heart transplants for those with
TGCV.

For now, scientists continue to
explore the full potential of this
natural supplement, paving the
way for a brighter future in heart
disease treatment.

Teen Sleep and Blood Pressure:

A

new study links teen sleep

deprivation to a higher risk
of high blood pressure, a key
warning sign for heart disease.
Presented at the American Heart
Association’s 2025 conference,
the research highlights the cru-
cial role of sleep in adolescent
heart health.

The Link Between Sleep and
Hypertension

High blood pressure increases
the risk of cardiovascular dis-
ease, the leading cause of death
in the U.S. Despite recommen-
dations for 8—10 hours of sleep,
most teens only get around 6.5

hours on school nights, poten-
tially harming their long-term
heart health.

Study Insights

Researchers analyzed over 400
teens, tracking their sleep habits
and blood pressure. Key findings
include:

* Teens sleeping less than 7.7
hours were nearly three times
more likely to have high blood
pressure.

¢ Those with both insomnia and
short sleep were five times more
likely to develop stage 2 hyper-
tension.

Hidden Risk!

* Insomnia alone (with sufficient
sleep) didn’t significantly raise
blood pressure risk.

Why Sleep Matters

Both insufficient sleep and in-
somnia combined with short
sleep can impact heart health.
Chronic sleep deprivation may
lead to serious cardiovascular
issues later in life.

Tips for Better Sleep
Experts suggest:

* Keeping a consistent sleep
schedule (even on weekends).

* Avoiding screens before bed-
time.

» Establishing a relaxing bed-
time routine.

e Limiting caffeine and heavy
meals before bed.

» Staying physically active dur-
ing the day.

Conclusion

Prioritizing good sleep habits can
help reduce the risk of hyperten-
sion and promote lifelong heart
health. Teens and parents should
take sleep seriously to prevent
future cardiovascular issues

Microplastics in Bird Lungs:

Anew study from the Univer-
sity of Texas at Arlington
(UTA) has found high levels of
microplastics in bird lungs, rais-
ing concerns about air pollution
and its impact on human health.
The research, published in the
Journal of Hazardous Materials,
highlights the growing presence
of plastic particles in the air we
breathe.

Birds as Environmental Indi-
cators

Birds were chosen for the study
because they live in diverse
environments and often share
spaces with humans. “Birds help
us understand pollution levels
and environmental health,” said
Shane DuBay, a UTA biology
professor and co-author of the
study. The research team, in-
cluding scientists from Sichuan
University and Chengdu Tianfu
International Airport, analyzed
birds from western China.

Study Findings

Researchers examined lung sam-
ples from 56 birds across 51 spe-
cies, using advanced chemical

analysis to detect both micro-
plastics and even smaller nano-
plastics. The study found:

* An average of 221 plastic par-
ticles per species and 416 par-
ticles per gram of lung tissue.

*  Common plastics included
chlorinated polyethylene (used
in pipes and wires) and butadi-
ene rubber (found in tires).

Health Concerns

Although no safe level of plastic
particles in lung tissue has been
established, microplastics have
been linked to heart disease, can-
cer, respiratory issues, and fertil-
ity problems. The study under-
scores the urgent need to address
plastic pollution, as these con-
taminants could pose serious
health risks to both wildlife and
humans.

Call to Action

“Our findings highlight the ur-
gent need for further research,
funding, and policies to combat
plastic pollution,” DuBay em-
phasized. Addressing this issue
could help ensure a cleaner,
healthier environment for all.
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Sharp Rise in Bankruptcies Among German

Companies Amid Economic Recession

Syria’s Druze Delegation

he number of German com-

panies filing for bankrupt-
cy surged sharply in February,
continuing amid the ongoing
economic recession.

The Federal Statistical Office in
Wiesbaden announced on Fri-
day that bankruptcy filings in-
creased by 12.1% year-on-year
in February. Except for June
2024, the growth rate of bank-
ruptcies has been in the double
digits since June 2023.
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According to the office’s data,
the figures only include bank-
ruptcy cases for which an initial
court ruling has been issued.
Typically, companies file an
initial request for bankruptcy
about three months before the
court’s decision.

Local courts recorded a total of
21,812 bankruptcy filings for
businesses in 2024, marking
a 22.4% increase compared to

rise. This marks the highest
number of bankruptcies in Ger-
many since 2015, when 23,101
cases were recorded.

In 2024, creditor claims more
than doubled, reaching 58.1 bil-
lion euros, up from 26.6 billion
euros in 2023.

The office attributed this sharp
rise to an increase in large bank-
ruptcy cases with claims ex-
ceeding 25 million euros, which
jumped by 127.5%, reaching
314 cases.

The majority of bankruptcies
were seen in the transportation,
warehousing, construction, and
other economic service sectors.

In contrast to corporate bank-
ruptcies, the number of indi-
vidual bankruptcies increased
only slightly by 6.5%, reaching
71,207 cases.

Syrian-Iraqi Talks on Stability
and Trade Exchange
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yrian Foreign Minister Faisal

al-Miqdad and Iraqi Foreign
Minister Fuad Hussein held
high-level talks in Baghdad on
Friday, focusing on enhancing
bilateral cooperation and ad-
dressing shared concerns over
external threats. Their discus-
sions covered a range of issues,
including trade relations, border
security, and the fight against
ISIS.

In a joint press conference,
Hussein highlighted that Syr-
ia’s stability is crucial to Iraq,
directly affecting the security
situation in his country. He ex-
pressed support for the agree-
ment between Syrian President
Bashar al-Assad and Syrian
Democratic Forces (SDF) lead-
er Mazloum Abdi, hoping for
its successful implementation to
benefit Syria. Hussein also pro-

posed the creation of a Cooper-
ation Council between Baghdad
and Damascus, aiming to im-
prove bilateral ties, and men-
tioned the imminent launch of a
joint operations room to combat
ISIS along their shared border.
Additionally, he voiced concern
over recent developments in
Syria’s coastal regions, which
have raised security alarms in
the region.

Al-Miqdad, for his part, em-
phasized Syria’s commitment
to strengthening ties with Iraq,
stating that both nations’ fates
are intertwined and that they
must stand united against ex-
ternal threats and interference.
He affirmed Syria’s readiness
to cooperate with Iraq in the
fight against ISIS, stressing that
“the security of Syria is the sec-
urity of Iraq.” Al-Miqdad also

pointed out the importance of
enhancing trade relations and
removing barriers to economic
exchange, especially by open-
ing borders between the two
countries, which would provide
significant benefits to both na-
tions.

Historically, Iraq has been
one of the few Arab countries
that maintained relations with
Assad’s regime since the vio-
lent crackdown on protests
in 2011. After the collapse of
Assad’s regime in December
2023, Iraq continued coordin-
ating with Syria on border sec-
urity and refugee returns. Iraqi
Prime Minister Mohammed
Shia al-Sudani expressed Iraq’s
willingness to support Syria
while ensuring it doesn’t be-
come a battleground for foreign
conflicts.

In February 2024, Hussein re-
affirmed that Iraq had no pre-
conditions for its dealings with
the new Syrian leadership,
stressing that Iraq’s vision for
Syria’s future is clear but ultim-
ately up to the Syrian people.
This visit marks an important
step in the growing strategic
partnership between Syria and
Iraq, as they work together to
address common challenges in
the region and stabilize their re-
lations.

in 50 Years Amid Criticism

delegation of approximately

60 Druze religious leaders
from Syria crossed the ceasefire
line in the occupied Golan Heights
into Israel on Friday, marking the
first visit of its kind in nearly 50
years.

The group, traveling in three
buses accompanied by Israeli
military vehicles, arrived in the
village of Majdal Shams in the
occupied Golan Heights before

heading north to visit the shrine of

residents and families from the
village of Hadr strongly con-
demned the visit by some Druze
religious leaders to the occupied
Palestinian territories. The vis-
it was reportedly organized by
groups loyal to the Israeli occupa-
tion in the Palestinian territories.

In a statement, the villagers ex-
pressed their deep disapproval,
accusing Israel of using the reli-
gious visit as a tool to sow div-
ision within the national ranks.

Prophet Shu’ayb in the village of They further claimed that Israel

Julis near Tiberias. The delegation
also met with the spiritual lead-
er of Israel’s Druze community,
Sheikh Muwaffaq Tarif.

This visit is seen as a significant
step in the ongoing interactions
between the Druze community in
Syria and Israel. The delegation’s
activities included a special visit
to the shrine of Prophet Shu’ayb
in the Lower Galilee.

Reports indicate that three buses
carrying Druze religious leaders
entered from the Syrian Golan
Heights to the village of Hadr in
Syria at the border, with the buses
taking a military route established
by the Israeli army after Decem-
ber 8, 2023.

The Druze leaders, mostly from
a cluster of Druze villages at the
foot of Mount Hermon in Syr-
ia, are expected to visit several
shrines, including the Prophet
Shu’ayb’s shrine in Tiberias.

The visit is seen as the latest sign
of Israel’s support for the Druze
community, particularly after the
ceasefire in Lebanon and the sur-
prising ousting of former Syrian
president Bashar al-Assad.

Rejection and Condemnation of

the Visit
In the occupied Syrian Golan,

aims to manipulate the Druze
community as a defensive line to
achieve its expansionist goals in
southern Syria.

The residents emphasized that
they will not forget the crimes
and violations committed by the
Israeli state against their people
in the Golan Heights, the West
Bank, and Gaza Strip.

The statement from the residents
of Hadr village reaffirmed that
these religious leaders do not rep-
resent the community, stressing
that their allegiance remains sole-
ly to the Syrian people and their
nation.

Since 1967, Israel has occupied
most of the Golan Heights, later
expanding its control by occu-
pying the demilitarized zone and
destroying Syrian military equip-
ment and ammunition following
the ousting of Bashar al-Assad’s
regime through numerous air-
strikes.

Recently, a report revealed that
Israel is attempting to convince
Syria’s Druze to reject the new
government in Damascus and
demand self-rule within a feder-
al system. Israel has reportedly
planned to invest over a billion
dollars to achieve this goal.

China Imposes 100% Tariffs on Canadian
Imports In Retaliation

hina has announced the
imposition of tariffs on
Canadian agricultural
and food products in response
to tariffs Canada placed on
Chinese electric  vehicles,
steel, and aluminum. This
move, effective March 20,

2025, comes after a series of
trade disputes between the
two nations.

According to a statement
from China’s Ministry of
Commerce, the new tariffs
will include a 100% duty on
Canadian rapeseed oil, canola

cake, and peas. Additionally,
a 25% tariff will be applied to
aquatic products and pork.

The ministry’s statement ex-
plained that the tariffs are a
direct response to Canada’s
restrictive measures, which,
according to China, have
disrupted normal trade and
harmed the legitimate rights
and interests of Chinese busi-
nesses. These actions follow
Canada’s imposition of tariffs
on Chinese goods, includ-
ing a 100% tariff on Chinese
electric vehicles and a 25%
tariff on steel and aluminum,
in October 2024.

The Chinese government
has characterized Canada’s
tariff measures as a serious
violation of World Trade Or-

ganization (WTO) rules, and
discriminatory actions that
severely harm Chinese com-
panies’ rights and interests.

This escalation in tensions
follows a broader trend of
rising trade frictions between
China and Western nations.
Both the United States and
the European Union have also
imposed tariffs on Chinese
exports, particularly targeting
Chinese electric vehicles.

In response to these develop-
ments, a spokesperson for
China’s Ministry of Com-
merce urged Canada to im-
mediately correct its trade
practices, remove its re-
strictive measures, and re-
verse the negative conse-
quences these actions are

having on bilateral trade re-
lations.

The tariffs on Canadian rape-
seed oil and other products
are significant, as China is
one of the largest importers
of Canadian canola, a key
product used in cooking and
industry. This move is seen
as a major blow to Canada’s
agricultural exports.

The deterioration in
China-Canada relations has
deep roots, notably dating
back to 2018 when Canada
detained a top Huawei exec-
utive at the request of the
United States. In retaliation,
China arrested two Canadian
citizens, sparking a diplomat-
ic crisis that has persisted for
years.

G7 Foreign Ministers Meet in Canada:
Key Issues on the Tahle

he foreign ministers of the
Group of Seven (G7) na-
tions have gathered for a two-
day meeting in Charlevoix,
Quebec, Canada, amid rising
global tensions and complex

geopolitical issues. One of
the primary topics for dis-
cussion is the ongoing war in
Ukraine, with differing views
within the group regarding
the best approach. The United

States, under President Joe
Biden, has continued to ad-
vocate for strong support of
Ukraine, including military
aid and sanctions against
Russia, while some European
members, such as France,
Germany, and Italy, have
called for a more diplomatic
approach and emphasized the
importance of dialogue to re-
solve the crisis. The ministers

are expected to focus on re-
inforcing Ukraine’s resilience
while exploring potential dip-
lomatic channels to de-escal-
ate the conflict.

Another key issue on the
agenda is the trade conflict
initiated by former President
Donald Trump’s administra-
tion. Despite the change in
leadership in the U.S., the
legacy of tariffs imposed on
various G7 members con-
tinues to create tension, espe-
cially between the U.S. and
European countries. The min-
isters are expected to discuss
the need for reform in global
trade policies, with a focus on
multilateral solutions to trade
disputes. In addition, the rise
of digital currencies, trade
imbalances, and the econom-
ic challenges brought on by
the COVID-19 pandemic will
be addressed as part of efforts
to recalibrate global econom-

ic relations.

The rise of China as a global
economic and geopolitical
power is also a significant
topic for the G7. While some
members, such as the U.S.
and the U.K., have adopt-
ed a more confrontational
approach towards Beijing,
others, including Germany
and Japan, prefer to engage
cautiously, balancing eco-
nomic cooperation with con-
cerns over human rights and
regional security. The min-
isters will discuss how to
manage relations with China
on issues such as trade prac-
tices, intellectual property
rights, and the South China
Sea, while continuing to
push for global cooperation
on challenges like climate
change.

Global security concerns, in-
cluding nuclear proliferation,

cybersecurity, and arms con-
trol, will also dominate the
discussions, with the minis-
ters considering how the G7
can maintain international
stability in a time of rising
geopolitical tensions. Climate
change remains a central
issue, with ministers aiming
to align on actions to meet the
goals of the Paris Agreement
and accelerate the transition
to a green economy, while
also ensuring that developing
nations are not left behind.

As the meeting progresses, it
is evident that the G7 faces
significant  challenges in
aligning its members on key
1ssues such as Ukraine, trade,
and China’s influence. How-
ever, the foreign ministers are
committed to finding com-
mon ground and presenting a
united front on these matters,
recognizing the importance
of maintaining international
order and democratic val-
ues in an increasingly inter-
connected and uncertain
world. The outcome of this
meeting will play a crucial
role in shaping the future
trajectory of global politics,
trade, and security.

The Consulate General of Iraq in
Detroit Announces the Launch of
The Unified National Card System

he Consulate General of

the Republic of Iraq in
Detroit has announced the
launch of the Unified Na-
tional Card system to receive
applications from Iraqi cit-
izens who wish to obtain the
national card. This initiative
aims to streamline the pro-
cess of issuing national cards
for Iraqi nationals residing in
the United States.

As part of this announcement,
the consulate emphasized the
need to follow a set of organ-
izational steps to submit ap-
plications. The process starts
by filling out the national
card form online, followed by
preparing the necessary docu-
ments such as the Iraqi na-
tionality certificate and civil
status ID. Then, registration

‘ B
is done through the consul-
ate’s website to schedule an
appointment to submit the ap-
plication.

A fee for the issuance of the
national card is required to
be paid through -electronic
payment methods such as
MasterCard or Visa cards,
with the fee set at 6000 Iraqi
Dinars.

The consulate also clarified
cases where submitting a new
form is not required, such as
for individuals who have elec-
tronic records or those with
expired or damaged national
cards. They also stressed that
in case of losing any of the
required documents, a police
loss report should be provid-
ed, translated into Arabic.

Two Men Arrested in Connection

Thanks to the immediate re-
sponse of Windsor Police,
officers were able to arrest
one of the suspects later that
same day. The second sus-
pect turned himself in at po-

lice headquarters the follow-
ing morning. Both men have
been charged with forcible
confinement and sexual as-
sault.

The police remind the public
of the potential dangers of
online interactions. They urge
everyone to exercise caution
when sharing personal infor-
mation or arranging face-to-
face meetings with individ-

uals they do not know well.
The incident underscores the
importance of community
vigilance in keeping young
people safe, both online and
offline.

The investigation is on-
going, and police continue
to work diligently to ensure
the safety and security of the
Windsor community.

A Canadian trucker used a refrigerated produce trailer
to smuggle people into the U.S.

Canadian truck driver
has been sentenced to
three years in a U.S. prison
after pleading guilty to smug-
gling people across the border

in exchange for money. Hus-
ain Al Kawwaz, a Canadian
citizen from Leamington,
Ontario, used the refrigerat-
ed trailer of his semi-truck to

transport individuals into the
U.S., evading authorities and
endangering lives in the pro-
cess.

On August 7, 2024, U.S. Cus-
toms and Border Protection
(CBP) officers arrested Al
Kawwaz after surveillance
footage showed him releas-
ing 10 Vietnamese nationals
from his trailer in Michigan
after crossing the Ambassa-
dor Bridge from Windsor,
Ontario. The arrest followed
an investigation that revealed
this was not an isolated inci-
dent. Al Kawwaz admitted to

smuggling between 35 and 99
people across the border, with
each individual smuggled
netting him $500.

Court documents have not
revealed who paid Al Kaw-
waz for the illegal crossings
or the fate of the 10 people
he smuggled on the night of
his arrest. However, U.S. of-
ficials emphasize the grave
risks involved in human
smuggling, especially the un-
safe and inhumane conditions
often faced by those being
trafficked.

A CBP spokesperson stated,

“These crimes not only vio-
late immigration laws, but
they also put vulnerable in-
dividuals at great risk. Hus-
ain Al Kawwaz’s guilty plea
highlights the tireless work
of CBP officers dedicated to
disrupting criminal networks
that exploit our borders for
profit.”

Al Kawwaz’s actions under-
score the growing issue of
human trafficking and bor-
der exploitation, with law
enforcement continuing to
crack down on criminal oper-
ations seeking to profit from
these dangerous activities.
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Mark Carney Sworn in as Canada’s New Prime Minister:
