Harvard study finds seed oils
healthier than butter

ls 100% pure, . \,,§ »
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new study from Harvard

University has chal-
lenged the claims made by
prominent figures like Rob-
ert F. Kennedy Jr., who argue
that plant-based oils, such as
canola and soybean oil, are
harmful to health. The study,
published in JAMA Internal
Medicine in early March,
presents compelling evidence
that replacing butter with
plant-based oils could signifi-
cantly reduce the risk of pre-
mature death.

The Harvard team, in col-
laboration with other Bos-
ton-area institutions, ana-
lyzed data from three major
epidemiological studies: the
Nurses’ Health Study, the
Nurses’ Health Study II, and
the Health Professionals Fol-
low-up Study. The goal was
to compare the health out-
comes of people who con-
sumed butter with those who
used plant-based oils like
canola, soybean, olive, and
sunflower oil.

“We focused on large groups
of individuals, free of chron-
ic diseases such as cancer,
heart disease, diabetes, and
neurodegenerative conditions
at the start of the studies,”
explained Yu Zhang, lead re-
searcher from the Harvard
School of Public Health.

The results are clear: indi-
viduals who consumed high-
er amounts of butter were at
a significantly higher risk of
premature death compared
to those who opted for plant-
based oils. Specifically, the
study found that people who
consumed the most butter
had a 15% higher risk of total
mortality compared to those
who ate the least.

In stark contrast, those
who consumed the highest
amounts of plant-based oils
saw a 16% lower risk of total
mortality. The study high-
lighted that oils such as can-
ola, soybean, and olive oils
were particularly associat-
ed with lower risks of dying
from cardiovascular disease
and cancer.

This groundbreaking research
comes at a time when there
has been a surge in online and
media campaigns against the
use of seed oils, led by fig-
ures like U.S. health secretary
Robert F. Kennedy Jr. and a
growing number of wellness
influencers. Kennedy, who
has criticized oils like soy-
bean and canola, claims these
oils are linked to inflamma-
tion and serious health prob-
lems.

“Seed oils are one of the most

unhealthy ingredients that we
have in foods, and the reason
they’re in the foods is that
they’re heavily subsidized,”
Kennedy argued in an Octo-
ber 2024 interview on Fox
& Friends. His anti-seed oil
rhetoric has gained traction,
with some restaurants even
opting to replace canola and
sunflower oil with beef tal-
low.

However, the Harvard study
directly contradicts this nar-
rative. According to the re-
search, substituting butter
with plant-based oils could
play a crucial role in pre-
venting premature death.
“Higher intake of butter was
associated with increased
mortality, while higher plant-
based oils intake was associ-
ated with lower mortality,”
the study’s authors conclud-
ed.

Sarah Berry, a nutrition pro-
fessor at King’s College in
London, stressed the import-
ance of the findings. “This re-
search is very timely. Social
media is currently awash with
influencers promoting butter
as a health food and claim-
ing that seed oils are deadly,”
Berry said. “In a sane world,
this study would give the but-
ter bros and anti-seed oil brig-
ade pause for thought, but 'm
confident that their brand of
nutri-nonsense will continue
unabated.”

While the Harvard study
provides a strong rebuttal to
those promoting butter over
plant-based  oils, experts
like Berry worry that the en-
trenched beliefs of the an-
ti-seed oil movement will not
be easily swayed by this new
scientific evidence. Nonethe-
less, the study’s findings are
a valuable contribution to
the ongoing debate about the
health effects of fats in our
diets, offering a clear mes-
sage: plant-based oils are a
healthier choice for long-term
wellbeing.

Mosquitoes May Hold the

groundbreaking
at Purdue University re-
veals that one of the world’s

study

most unwelcome insects—
mosquitoes—could play a
vital role in revolutionizing
disaster response. Research-
ers are investigating how
mosquito antennae can detect
vibrations, potentially enhan-
cing natural disaster monitor-
ing methods such as for earth-
quakes and tsunamis.

Nature-Inspired Innovation

The research, led by Profes-
sors Pablo Zavattieri and Xi-
mena Bernal, focuses on how
mosquitoes use their antennae
to filter and detect sounds,
despite not having traditional
ears. “We’re optimistic about
the potential discoveries,”
said Zavattieri, emphasizing
the long history of engineer-
ing inspired by nature. By
studying the mosquito’s abil-
ity to detect specific vibra-
tions, the team hopes to de-
sign more efficient acoustic
sensors for disaster detection.

The Mosquito’s Remarkable
Sensory Abilities

Mosquitoes rely heavily on
their antennae to navigate
the auditory environment,
detecting sounds like mat-
ing calls and predator nois-
es. The team used advanced
micro-CT imaging and CAD
models to analyze the anten-
na’s features, discovering that
mosquitoes can sense a wider
range of frequencies than pre-
viously thought. Phani Saketh
Dasika, a Purdue PhD candi-
date, noted that this sensitiv-

ity helps mosquitoes filter
out irrelevant sounds, such as
their own wingbeats, while
focusing on important signals
in their environment.

The researchers are using
their findings to inform the
design of more sensitive
sensors. ‘“Understanding how
mosquito  antennae  work
could help us develop sensors
that detect faint sounds in
noisy environments, such as
those in urban areas or dis-
aster zones,” explained Pro-
fessor Bernal. These sensors
could improve disaster re-
sponse by detecting distress
signals from survivors more
quickly and accurately.

Moreover, the team’s research
could lead to innovations
in noise-canceling technol-
ogy. By mimicking the mos-
quito’s antennae, they aim to
develop smart materials for
noise-canceling headphones,
soundproof panels, and even
acoustic cloaking devices,
benefiting both everyday life
and emergency response.

Next Steps: 3D Printing Mos-
quito Antennae

The team’s next step is to 3D
print models of mosquito an-
tennae, experimenting with
different materials and siz-
es to fine-tune their acoustic
sensitivity. This work could
eventually lead to practical
applications for disaster de-
tection, helping rescue teams
locate survivors faster during
emergencies
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Air India Flight Crashes in
Ahmedabad, No Survivors

HMEDABAD, India

(AP) — An Air India
plane carrying over 240
people to London crashed
and exploded shortly af-
ter takeoff from Ahmeda-
bad on Thursday. Officials
say there are no survivors.

The Boeing 787-8 hit a med-

ical college hostel near the air-
port, setting the area ablaze.
Fire crews and army teams re-
sponded quickly, but wreck-
age and bodies were scattered
across the crash site. Among
the dead are students and pos-
sibly residents on the ground.

The plane issued a mayday be-

fore losing contact and crash-
ing five minutes after takeoff.
The flight included 169 Indi-
ans, 53 Britons, seven Por-
tuguese, and one Canadian.

This marks the first fatal
crash involving a Boe-
ing 787 Dreamliner. Boe-
ing is investigating, and
India’s aviation authority
is reviewing the incident.

Prime Minister Modi called
the crash ‘heartbreaking,”
and condolences poured in
from world leaders, includ-
ing King Charles III and
UK Prime Minister Keir
Starmer. Britain promised
support to affected families.

The crash adds to India’s avi-
ation tragedies, including a
deadly 2020 runway accident
and a 1996 midair collision
that killed 349. Boeing shares
dropped nearly 9% following
the news.

recent poll by the Pew
Research Center reveals a
sharp decline in how Can-
ada and other countries view
the United States, with Can-
adian approval falling by 20
percentage points over the
past year.

Canada’s Jewish commun-
ity was left stunned and
disappointed by Prime Min-
ister Mark Carney’s delayed
and mild response to Israel’s
military action against Iran.

Organizations like B’nai
Brith Canada called the lack

The
concern grew as Carney re-
mained publicly focused on
unrelated matters—such as
a hockey game—while Iran
launched missiles into Israel.

Eventually, just before the
start of the Father’s Day
weekend, Carney issued a
brief statement acknowledg-
ing Israel’s right to defend
itself and called for restraint
and diplomacy. Critics felt it
was too little, too late.

In contrast, world leaders
such as U.S. President Don-
ald Trump, French President
Emmanuel Macron, German
Chancellor Friedrich Merz,
and Canadian Opposition

Leader Pierre Poilievre ex-
pressed unambiguous support
for Israel’s defensive actions
against Iran’s nuclear threat.

Foreign  Affairs  Minister
Anita Anand’s earlier mes-
sage emphasized de-escalation
and warned against regional
instability, but made no direct
condemnation of Iran’s ag-
gression.

Critics argue that Canada
appeared to be straddling a
neutral line—failing to dif-
ferentiate between Iran’s au-
thoritarian regime and Israel’s
democratic government. Jew-
ish leaders expected a firmer,
quicker response, especially
in light of recent antisemitic
threats and ongoing security
concerns following the Octo-
ber 7 Hamas attacks.

Some Jewish leaders com-
pared Carney’s hesitancy
with his enthusiastic cele-
bration of Eid, noting the
contrast in tone and urgency.
Others questioned whether
the prime minister supported
democratic allies or oppres-
sive regimes.

B’nai Brith Canada con-
demned the weak response,
stating that when Israel act-
ed against the threat of a
nuclear Iran—something
many global leaders had long
warned about—it deserved
full moral support, not vague
statements. They called on
Canada and other democra-
cies to stand clearly with Is-
rael in defense of global sec-
urity.

CIJA echoed this sentiment,
emphasizing the need for
countries like Canada to af-
firm their commitment to
democracy by supporting Is-
rael’s right to eliminate the
nuclear threat posed by Iran.

Canadians Stranded as Iraq Shuts Airports
Amid Escalating Iran-Israel Conflict

Arapidly deteriorating secur-
ity situation in the Middle
East has forced the closure of
most airports across Iraq, leaving
hundreds of foreign nationals—
including Canadian citizens—
trapped with limited options for
evacuation.

Iraq has found itself caught in
the crossfire of the escalating
conflict between Iran and Is-
rael, as both countries reported-
ly exchange missile strikes with
some of these projectiles fly-
ing through Iraqi airspace. The
growing number of aerial threats
has prompted Iraqi authorities to
shut down commercial air traffic
at Baghdad, Erbil, and Najaf air-
ports, citing safety concerns.

Only Basra International Air-
port remains operational, but it
is overwhelmed by the volume
of travelers attempting to secure
outbound flights. Meanwhile,

the Zakho-Turkey border cross-
ing in northern Iraq is still open,
but traffic is heavily congested,
with reports of families waiting
for hours—sometimes days—for
passage.

Amid the turmoil, Iraqi civilians
are growing fearful that the re-
gion could spiral into a civil war,
as international tensions inflame
internal divisions. Cities once
considered relatively stable are
now

on edge, with families sheltering
indoors and foreign nationals ur-
gently seeking ways out.

“Missiles are flying overhead,
and the people here are terri-
fied,” said one Canadian resident
currently stuck in the Nineveh
province. “There’s real fear that
the conflict will explode inside
Iraq. Everyone just wants to get
their families to safety.”

While countries such as the
United States, Japan, and several
EU members have begun organ-
izing evacuation efforts for their
citizens, the Canadian govern-
ment has so far remained largely
silent. Calls are growing louder

for Ottawa to take immediate
action to assist stranded Can-
adians, especially as the situation
becomes more unpredictable by
the hour.

Community leaders and organ-
izations in Canada have begun
mobilizing to collect data on
affected citizens, urging Global
Affairs Canada and the Ministry
of Immigration to implement
emergency evacuation plans.

As one of the most volatile geo-
political flashpoints, Iraq is now
at the center of the crisis, both
geographically and politically.
The threat of broader region-
al conflict looms large, and the
need for swift diplomatic and
humanitarian intervention has
never been more urgent.

The Ambassador will continue to
monitor developments and advo-
cate for Canadian families facing
this growing crisis. Affected

citizens are encouraged to
register with Global Affairs Can-
ada’s Registration of Canadians
Abroad and stay in contact with
the nearest Canadian mission.

Premier Ford Delivers
onh Promise: No More
Tolls on Highway 407

n a move hailed by drivers across the region,

Ontario Premier Doug Ford has fulfilled a ma-
jor campaign promise by eliminating tolls on a
key section of Highway 407. The announcement,
boldly summarized by supporters as “407 FREE,
NO CHARGE, FORD SAYS,” signals a signifi-
cant shift in commuter policy for Eastern Ontario
residents.

The toll removal applies specifically to Highway
407 East, a publicly-owned extension of the 407
corridor. As of this year, all tolls have been re-
moved from this section, allowing drivers to travel
the route free of charge. The Ford government em-
phasized the benefit to working families, truckers,
and businesses in the area, highlighting the cost
savings and improved traffic flow.

“This is about putting money back in people’s
pockets,” Premier Ford said in a statement. “We
said we’d scrap the tolls, and we did. The 407 East
is now toll-free. No tricks, no fees—just a promise
kept.”

However, Ambassador notes that not all of High-
way 407 is now free. The main portion—known as
407 ETR (Express Toll Route)—is still privately
owned and operated. Drivers using this part of the
highway will continue to be charged tolls, in addi-
tion to potential camera or transponder fees.

The privately-run 407 ETR spans from Burlington
in the west to Pickering in the east, while the newly
toll-free section, 407 East, runs from Pickering
through to Highway 35/115 near Clarington.

Despite the distinction, many commuters are cele-
brating the move as a welcome relief amid the ris-
ing cost of living.

Tampa, Florida — June 2025
— At the United States
Conference of Mayors held
this week in Tampa, Flor-
ida, Windsor Mayor Drew
Dilkens brought Canada’s
perspective to the forefront
of an increasingly urgent
issue: cross-border tariffs
and their toll on everyday
citizens.

Speaking to a gathering
of U.S. municipal leaders,
Mayor Dilkens emphasized
that tariffs imposed between
Canada and the United States
are not just political tools—
they are policies with direct
consequences for families,
workers, and businesses in
border communities like
Windsor and Detroit.

“Citizens on both sides of the
border are feeling the pain,”
said Dilkens. “These tariffs
are more than just numbers
on a spreadsheet. They are
driving up prices, strain-
ing businesses, and hurting
working-class people who
depend on cross-border
trade for their livelihoods.”

Mayor Dilkens called for
renewed cooperation and
diplomacy between federal
governments, urging Can-
adian and U.S. leaders to
prioritize economic stability
over political point-scoring.

“This isn’t just about eco-
nomics; it’s about trust,” he
added. “Windsor and Detroit

share more than a border—
we share a future. And when
tariffs are used as bargaining
chips, both sides suffer.”

The mayor’s intervention
comes as Canada and the
U.S. continue to navigate
complex trade tensions, par-
ticularly in the automotive,
agricultural, and steel sec-
tors. Windsor, a hub for
manufacturing and inter-
national trade, is unique-
ly positioned—and often
uniquely impacted—by such
policies.

At the conference, Dilkens
also met with U.S. mayors
from major trade corridors
to discuss shared concerns
and opportunities for col-
laboration on cross-border
infrastructure, customs effi-
ciency, and binational eco-
nomic development.

“The Windsor-Detroit cor-
ridor is the busiest inter-
national land border in
North America,” he noted.
“If we can get it right here,
we set a model for the rest of
the continent.”

Mayor Dilkens concluded
by calling on Ottawa and
Washington to recognize the
lived realities of border city
residents and to seek fair,
long-term trade solutions
that reduce friction while
preserving national interests.

The Ambassador will con-
tinue to follow develop-
ments as Windsor’s leader-
ship takes an increasingly
active role in shaping the
cross-border conversation.

Ford Slams Bail Decision in

The comments follow Peel
Regional Police’s announce-
ment last Tuesday of a ma-
jor drug bust: 479 kilograms
of cocaine, valued at $50
million, was seized after a
year-long investigation into
a group of commercial truck
drivers allegedly smuggling

drugs through Michigan bor-
der crossings. The nine ac-
cused now face a total of 35
charges related to drug traf-
ficking and firearms.

Those charged include indi-
viduals from Mississauga,
Toronto, Brampton, Hamil-
ton, Caledon, Cambridge, and
Georgetown.

Ford’s remarks were echoed
by the Toronto Police Associ-
ation, which expressed frus-
tration over what it called a
justice system that repeatedly
releases dangerous offenders
despite extensive police ef-
forts.

Federal Conservative Leader
Pierre Poilievre also weighed
in, criticizing Liberal bail
policies. “Two-thirds of those
arrested in this massive drug
bust are already out on bail,”
he said, calling for the gov-
ernment to prioritize jail over
bail.

Senator Pupatello Raises Security Concerns Over Wind-
sor-Detroit Corridor: Calls for Inmediate Investment

Windsor, Ontario — Sen-
ator Sandra Pupatello
is raising concerns about
major security gaps in Can-
ada’s trade infrastructure,
particularly in Essex County
and along the Windsor-De-
troit corridor—an area she
describes as the “epicentre of
North American trade.”

Speaking at a recent Senate
Finance Committee meeting,
Pupatello addressed both the
Ministry of Public Safety
and the Ministry of Nation-
al Defense, urging them to

prioritize Windsor-Essex as
they seek increased federal
funding for national security
improvements.

“I’m concerned that we need a
sharper focus on this region,”
she said, referencing ongoing
trade tensions with the U.S.
and increased pressure to ad-
dress firearms, narcotics, and
public safety concerns. “This
1s the time for real investment
right here at home.”

Pupatello criticized the lack of
coordination among the vari-
ous federal and local agencies

operating along the corridor,
noting that despite its stra-
tegic importance—handling
about 25% of Canada’s trade
with the U.S.—there is no
centralized oversight or uni-
fied strategy.

“This is the most critical trade
link between Canada and the
United States,” she empha-
sized. “Yet there’s no 24/7 co-
ordination or structured oper-
ational plan, which is deeply
concerning.”

She called for immediate in-
vestment in electronic surveil-
lance, real-time monitoring,
and technological upgrades.
“Windsor-Detroit must be the
starting point,” she said. “If
we can secure this corridor,
we can replicate that model
across the country.”

Pupatello said she will con-
tinue to monitor the minis-
tries’ funding requests and
future plans to ensure Wind-
sor-Essex receives the atten-
tion it deserves.
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anada recently held a

plvotal federal election
in April 2025 that resulted in
the re-election of the Liber-
al Party, now led by Prime
Minister Mark Carney, who
assumed office in March
2025. However, the Liberals
emerged with only a min-
ority government, lacking a
clear majority in the House
of Commons. This new
political reality introduces
complex dynamics in how
federal affairs will be man-
aged, particularly in relation
to local communities such
as the Windsor region.

In a dramatic political shift,
the Conservative Party se-
cured all three federal rid-
ings in the greater Windsor
area—marking a significant
change in the local electoral
landscape. Longtime Mem-
ber of Parliament Brian
Masse, who represented

Windsor West for over two
decades under the New
Democratic Party, lost his
seat to Conservative can-
didate Harb Gill. Similar-
ly, former Liberal MP Irek
Kusmierczyk was unseated
in Windsor—Tecumseh—
Lakeshore by Kathy Borrelli
of the Conservative Party,
following a tightly contest-
ed race that culminated in
a judicial recount. In Essex,
Chris Lewis of the Conserv-
ative Party retained his seat,
completing a clean sweep
for the Conservatives in the
region.

This shift raises critical
questions about Windsor’s
future relationship with the
federal government. In pre-
vious years, Liberal rep-
resentation in the region
played a central role in fa-
cilitating

ministerial visits and secur-
ing federal support for key
local initiatives in housing,
infrastructure,  transporta-
tion, and the proposed bat-
tery plant. Having a govern-
ment MP provided Windsor
with direct access to federal
decision-makers and helped
advance numerous projects.

Now, with all three MPs
representing the opposition
Conservative Party, there is
public concern about wheth-
er the same momentum will
be maintained. Will these
new MPs be able to attract
federal ministers to the re-
gion? Will they be effective
in advocating for federal
investments and ensuring
that Windsor remains on the
government’s radar despite
the political divide?

Equally pressing is the
question of federal support

for non-profit and commun-
ity-based organizations.
These institutions have long
provided critical services to
immigrants, refugees, and
low-income families. Many
of them have relied—at least
partially—on federal fund-
ing and political advocacy to
sustain their programs. With
the loss of direct representa-
tion within the governing
party, concerns are growing
that these organizations may
face funding uncertainties or
be left behind altogether.

Windsor continues to face
major challenges in employ-
ment, affordable housing,
infrastructure development,
and public transit. The city
urgently requires federal
partnerships to stimulate
economic growth, including
continued support for the
highly anticipated battery
manufacturing plant—a pro-

ject that promises to bring
long-term industrial invest-
ment and job creation to the
region.

The coming months will be
a true test of the Conserv-
ative MPs’ ability to tran-
scend partisanship and work
constructively with a Lib-
eral minority government.
Their success will largely
depend on their willingness
to engage with the commun-
ity, advocate across party
lines, and keep Windsor’s
priorities front and center in
Ottawa.

As Windsor stands at the
threshold of a new political
era, residents are watching
closely. Will this change
usher in a new chapter of
growth and opportunity? Or
will the region experience
a gradual decline in federal
attention and support? Only
time will tell.
