Canada vs Israel Davis Cup
Tie to Be Held Behind Closed Doors

he upcoming Davis Cup

World Group I match be-
tween Canada and Israel will
take place this weekend in
Halifax, Nova Scotia, with-
out spectators, Tennis Canada
announced Tuesday. The deci-
sion follows rising safety con-
cerns, with intelligence from
local and national security
agencies pointing to potential
disruptions.

The move, made in coordin-
ation with the International
Tennis Federation, comes de-
spite public pressure. More
than 400 academics, activ-
ists, athletes, and writers had
signed an open letter urging
Tennis Canada to cancel the
event in response to Israel’s
ongoing military operations in
Gaza.

“Protecting participants while

ensuring the tie can go ahead
was our top priority,” said
Tennis Canada CEO Gavin
Ziv. “Holding the event be-
hind closed doors was the only
viable way to safeguard every-
one involved while main-
taining the integrity of the
Davis Cup.”

Ticket holders for the Septem-
ber 1213 tie will receive full
refunds.

The tie will follow the stan-
dard best-of-five format: two
singles matches on day one,
followed by doubles and the
two reverse singles on day
two. The winning team will
move on to the 2026 Davis
Cup Qualifiers First Round,
keeping alive their hopes of
competing for the 2026 title.

Hockey Legend Ken Dryden Dies at 78

Ken Dryden, Hall of Fame
goaltender and one of
the most influential figures in
hockey and Canadian public
life, has died at the age of 78
following a battle with can-
cer. Dryden’s career spanned
much more than the ice rink—
he was a six-time Stanley Cup
champion, author, television
analyst, NHL executive, and
Canadian parliamentarian.

Born in Hamilton in 1947, Dry-
den was drafted by the Bos-
ton Bruins in 1964 but chose
to pursue a degree at Cornell
University, where he led the
Big Red to a 1967 NCAA
Championship and compiled an
extraordinary 76-4-1 record. He

joined the Montreal Canadiens
in 1971, quickly establishing
himself as a dominant force in
the NHL. In his rookie season,
he helped Montreal capture
the Stanley Cup and won the
Conn Smythe Trophy as play-
off MVP. He followed this by
earning the Calder Trophy as
NHL rookie of the year in 1972.

Dryden was instrumental in
Montreal’s 1970s  dynasty,
guiding the Canadiens to
six Stanley Cup victories in
eight seasons and winning
five Vezina Trophies as the
league’s top goaltender. He
also played a key role in the
1972 Summit Series, helping
Canada achieve a landmark

victory over the Soviet Union.

Following his retirement from
hockey in 1979, Dryden pur-
sued a wide range of endeav-
ors. He became a best-selling
author with works like The
Game and Home Game: Hock-
ey and Life in Canada, worked
as a television analyst cover-
ing the Olympics, and served
as president of the Toronto
Maple Leafs. Later, he entered
politics, winning a parliament-
ary seat for the Liberal Party
and serving as Canada’s Min-
ister of Social Development.

Dryden’s accolades include
being named one of the 100
Greatest NHL Players, having
his jersey number 29 retired by
the Canadiens, and receiving
the Order of Canada in 2012.
He is remembered not only as
an extraordinary athlete but as
a man who continually sought
new challenges, leaving an en-
during mark on hockey, pub-
lic life, and Canadian society.

The Dryden family has encour-
aged donations in his memory
to the Princess Margaret Cancer
Centre or the Concussion Leg-
acy Foundation..

Aryna Sabalenka Triumphs at
US Open After Vears of Heartache

fter years of near misses at

Flushing Meadows, Ary-
na Sabalenka has finally lifted
the US Open trophy, ending a
string of heartbreaking losses in
New York.

The 26-year-old Belarusian
clinched the title on Saturday,

defeating American Jessica
Pegula 7-5, 7-5 in a thrill-
ing final. Sabalenka’s victory
marks a redemption after last
year’s final, when she was
brought to tears following a loss
to Coco Gauff despite winning
the opening set comfortably.

Flushing Meadows has been
a challenging venue for Saba-
lenka in recent years. In 2022,
she squandered a 4-2 lead in
the deciding set of her semi-
final against Iga Swiatek, and
in 2021, she fell to Leylah Fer-
nandez at the same stage.

“This is very special,” Saba-
lenka said after the match. “I
remember all the tough losses
here. They say you’re going to
see the reason later. I see the
reason right now. Every time,
I came back stronger and I was
learning. I never gave up on this
dream.”

With her first Grand Slam tro-
phy finally in hand, Sabalenka’s
resilience and determination
have been rewarded, cementing
her status among the elite in
women’s tennis.

Breast cancer

and the benefits of regular screening

reast cancer is one of the

most common cancers in
women behind skin cancer.
When breast cancer is found
and treated early, the chances

of successful treatment are bet-
ter.

What is breast cancer?

Breast cancer is the uncon-
trolled growth of abnormal
cells in one of several areas of
the breast, including the ducts
that carry milk to the nipple,
lobules (glands that produce
milk), and nonglandular tissue.
Sometimes breast cancer stays
in the tissue in which it began.
But it can move into nearby tis-
sue and lymph nodes.

Signs of breast cancer in-
clude:

* a lump or thickening in the
breast or skin under the arm

* a clear or bloody discharge
from the nipple

* crusting or scaling of the nip-
ple

* an inverted nipple

» redness or swelling of the
breast

* dimpling on the breast skin
resembling the texture of an
orange’s skin

* subtle changes in the position
of the breast, such as one being
higher than the other

* a sore or ulcer on the breast
that does not heal.

What are breast cancer risk
factors?

Age and genetics are the lead-
ing risk factors for breast can-
cer. More than three out of
four breast cancer cases occur
in women over age 50. Those
with a family history of the
disease (mother, sister, grand-
mother) are also at high risk.
Other risk factors for breast
cancer include the following:

* being a current smoker or
having smoked for 10 or more
years

* having previously had breast
cancer or a benign breast con-
dition

* having had radiation to the

chest or breast between the
ages of 10 and 30

* increased exposure to the fe-
male hormone estrogen — for
instance, having a first men-
strual period before age 13,
entering menopause after age
51, or using estrogen replace-
ment therapy for more than

five years

* never having been pregnant
or having a first pregnancy af-
ter age 30

* being overweight, especially
after menopause

* drinking alcohol (cancer risk
doubles with three or more
drinks per day)

* having a sedentary lifestyle
with little regular exercise

* having undergone a prior
breast biopsy.

Reducing your risk for breast
cancer

Although there are no guaran-
tees, women can take steps to
help prevent breast cancer. For
example:

* Maintain a healthy weight.
* Exercise regularly.

* Limit the use of alcohol. (Ex-
perts recommend no more than
one drink per day for women
and two drinks per day for
men.)

* Have regular mammograms
to screen for breast cancer.
Mammography remains the
best screening test for most
people. A screening mam-
mogram takes an X-ray picture
of the breast. Mammograms
are considered safe and use a
low dose of radiation.

Potential Benefits of Regu-
lar Breast Cancer Screening:

Getting screened regularly can
find breast cancer earlier which
may mean that:

» the chance of dying from
breast cancer is lower

« treatment has a better chance
of working

» fewer treatments may be need-
ed and the treatments may be
less invasive (easier to handle)

Who Should Get Screened:

* If you are age 40 to 49, the On-
tario Breast Screening Program
encourages you to talk with your
family doctor or nurse practi-
tioner to make an informed deci-
sion about whether breast cancer
screening is right for you. Most
people in your age group who
decide to get screened for breast
cancer should get screened with
mammography every 2 years.

* If you are age 50 to 74, the On-
tario Breast Screening Program
recommends that most people
in your age group get screened
every 2 years with mammog-
raphy.

How is breast cancer diag-
nosed?

Diagnosis of breast cancer be-
gins with a doctor’s exam to
look for any signs and symp-
toms of breast cancer. Should
your doctor discover a lump or
a mammogram detect an area
of abnormal breast tissue, your
doctor will recommend addi-
tional tests like an ultrasound
or magnetic resonance im-
aging (MRI). Ultrasound can
confirm whether the Iump is
a solid tumor or a fluid-filled,
noncancerous cyst. It can also
be used to assess any abnormal

areas found on a mammogram.
If the lump is solid, your doc-
tor probably will recommend a
breast biopsy. During a biopsy,
a small amount of breast tissue
is removed and analyzed in a
laboratory.

What are the stages of breast
cancer?

Once breast cancer is diag-
nosed, doctors designate its
stage, which describes the
cancer’s size and how far it’s
spread. This helps determine
the best treatment strategy.
There are five breast cancer
stages: zero through four. The
higher the number, the more
advanced the cancer. There
are often several subcategories
within each stage.

What are the treatment op-
tions for breast cancer?

Early diagnosis significantly
improves the outlook for breast
cancer. I[fthe tumor is small and
confined to the breast, more
than 90% of women survive
five years or longer. However,
if the disease spreads through-
out the body before diagno-
sis, that rate drops to less than
20%. Cancer in one breast puts
women at a higher-than-aver-
age risk of developing cancer
in the other breast.

Treatment usually begins with
a decision about the type of
surgery. After surgery, your
doctor may recommend radi-
ation therapy, chemotherapy,
hormone therapy, targeted
therapy, or a combination.
Additional therapies decrease
the risk of cancer returning or
spreading.

Russia’s New Cancer Vaccine:
whal DO we RE&"U RNOw?

Russian research institutions
and state-affiliated media
have recently announced the
development of a new cancer
vaccine called EnteroMix, pre-
sented as a breakthrough in the
fight against cancer. Officials
suggested that the vaccine,
once approved, could eventual-
ly be made available to patients
free of charge.

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According to Russian reports,
early pre-clinical trials in lab-
oratories and animal models
demonstrated promising lev-
els of safety and effective-
ness. EnteroMix is said to rely
on advanced immunotherapy
techniques—reportedly similar
to mRNA-based or modified
vaccine platforms—aimed at
training the immune system

to recognize and attack cancer
cells.

Clinical Trials in Progress?

Local sources claim that Phase
I clinical trials are planned or
underway at Russian medical
centers, with small groups of
volunteers recruited to assess
safety, tolerability, and im-
mune responses. However, no
peer-reviewed data have been
published internationally, and
there is little information about
trial design, sample size, or
measurable clinical outcomes
such as tumor shrinkage or
progression-free  survival.

Expert Caution

Global oncology experts urge
caution. While the Russian
announcements have gener-
ated excitement, independ-
ent scientists emphasize that
pre-clinical or unpublished

results cannot replace rigorous
multi-phase clinical trials. With-
out transparent, peer-reviewed
publications, it is impossible
to evaluate whether EnteroMix
represents a genuine medical
breakthrough or an early-stage
experimental therapy. Concerns
also remain about long-term
safety, effectiveness across dif-
ferent cancer types, and how
the vaccine might compare to
existing immunotherapies like
checkpoint inhibitors or CAR-T
cell treatments.

Political and Scientific Con-
text

Russia has in recent years pro-
moted high-profile scientific de-
velopments—such as the Sput-
nik V COVID-19 vaccine—as
a marker of technological pres-
tige. Some analysts suggest that
the cancer vaccine announce-
ment may serve a similar dual

purpose: advancing medical
science while projecting na-
tional innovation. Still, the
global medical community
stresses that any such treatment
must undergo international
scrutiny and replication before
being recognized as a reliable
therapeutic option.

The Bottom Line

The wunveiling of Entero-
Mix has offered a spark of
hope for patients and families
worldwide who are waiting
for breakthroughs in cancer
care. Yet, until results from
well-structured, peer-reviewed
clinical trials are published and
validated, the vaccine remains
in the realm of early promise
rather than proven reality. For
now, both patients and practi-
tioners are advised to follow
developments with cautious
optimism.

America’s Nicest Judge:

Frank Caprio

(1936-2025)

udge Frank Caprio, known

to many as ‘“America’s
Nicest Judge,” passed away on
August 20, 2025, at the age of
88 after a battle with pancreat-
ic cancer. Born on November
24, 1936, in the Federal Hill
neighborhood of Providence,
Rhode Island, he was the son
of Italian immigrant parents
who emphasized the values of
hard work and integrity. While
in school, he worked a var-
iety of jobs to help support his
family, and he also excelled in
athletics, earning state honors
as a high school wrestler be-
fore later being inducted into
the Rhode Island Wrestling
Hall of Fame. Caprio gradu-
ated from Providence College
in 1958 and earned his law
degree from Suffolk Univer-
sity School of Law, balancing
his studies while teaching at
Hope High School. His ca-
reer in public service began
in 1962 with his election to
the Providence City Council,
and in 1985, he was appointed
Chief Judge of the Providence
Municipal Court, where he
served until his retirement in
2023. His courtroom gained
worldwide attention through
the program Caught in Provi-
dence, which highlighted his
handling of minor cases with
a mix of fairness, patience,
and empathy. By 2022, the
show’s clip had been viewed
half a billion times online,
which introduced him to a
global audience and made
him widely respected for his

approach to justice. Known
for emphasizing understand-
ing over punishment, he often
reminded others that “some-
times you can change some-
body’s life just by placing
your hand on their shoulder
and telling them you believe
in them.” Following his pass-
ing, Rhode Island Governor
Dan McKee ordered flags at
half-staff, calling him a “sym-
bol of empathy on the bench,”
and Suffolk University Law
School described him as a role
model who understood the
impact of the law on people’s
daily lives. In his final public
message, Caprio asked simply
to be remembered in people’s
prayers, a closing reflection
of a career and life devoted to
service, community, and com-
passion.

To Judge Caprio’s belov-
ed wife, Joyce, his children,
grandchildren,  great-grand-
children, and all who were
touched by his example: He
showed the world that justice
does not need to be distant or
severe. Through his kindness,
fairness, and belief in the good
within people, he changed
lives in ways both simple and
profound. May his memory
continue to inspire compas-
sion, respect, and humanity
for generations to come. His
life is a reminder that even the
smallest acts of kindness can
leave a legacy.

The Killing of Charlie Kirk

Opens a Deep Wound in American Society
and Exposes the Crisis of Tolerance

n September 10, 2025,

the United States and the
world were shaken by the
news of the killing of conserv-
ative political activist Charlie
Kirk, who was only thirty-one
years old. The assassination
took place while he was par-
ticipating in a public event at
Utah Valley University during
his nationwide “America’s
Comeback” tour. Shots fired
from the rooftop of a nearby
building struck him fatally in
the neck, and he passed away
just minutes after being rushed
to the hospital.

Charlie Kirk was not merely
a passing figure in American
public life—he was a symbol
of controversy and the founder
of Turning Point USA, which,
within just a few years, became
one of the most prominent
conservative youth platforms
in the United States. He man-
aged to rally tens of thousands
of students and young people
who felt their voices were be-
ing marginalized in universi-
ties, in the media, and in the
corridors of decision-making.
For them, Kirk was a bold and
unapologetic voice pushing
back against what they per-
ceived as the dominance of lib-
eral ideas, calling on them to
engage in politics and restore
balance to the national debate.

With his sharp style and fear-
less personality, Kirk hosted
open public debates through
his program Prove Me Wrong,
where he invited opponents
from across the political spec-
trum to confront him before
live audiences. This approach
made him both captivating and
polarizing. Some saw him as a
courageous young man willing
to say what others would not,
while others regarded him as a
provocative figure fueling div-
ision and stoking tension with-
in American society.

Regardless of the differing
opinions, his influence was
undeniable. He energized the
conservative base, reactivated
political engagement among
youth, and injected a new spir-
it into public discourse. Even
those who fiercely disagreed
with him acknowledged that
his presence left a mark on
national conversations and
mobilized thousands to partici-
pate in politics, elections, and
civic life.

Yet, his tragic end laid bare the
deeper crisis facing the modern
world. Many of his supporters
rushed to express sorrow and
grief, while some of his op-
ponents, despite their profound

disagreements, showed respect
for him as a human being.
Disturbingly, however, others
celebrated his death, with some
going as far as cursing his soul
on social media platforms.
This painful reality reflects the
erosion of society’s ability to
separate legitimate disagree-
ment from personal hostility,
and how easily intellectual dif-
ferences can now descend into
unbounded hatred.

At the center of the tragedy
was Kirk’s family—his wife,
Erica, and their young chil-
dren—who became the focus
of global sympathy and sup-
port. Condolence messages
poured in not only from con-
servative circles but also from
figures who had stood against
him politically, underscoring
that the loss was first and fore-
most a human one. For many,
his death sounded an alarm
bell warning of the escalating
threat of political violence and

the collapse of civil dialogue
in Western societies.

Political leaders from across
the spectrum condemned the
assassination, stressing that
killing opponents can never be
a substitute for dialogue and
that democracy cannot sur-
vive if tolerance disappears.
Societies lose the ability to
manage differences peacefully.
Yet, even such condemnations
could not mask the reality that
divisions are deepening and
that coexistence itself is under
threat in nations that consider
themselves advanced.

The story of Charlie Kirk is
ultimately a mirror of our
times—a world where even

brothers struggle to accept
one another, let alone stran-
gers who differ in belief, back-
ground, or ideology. His assas-
sination revealed that the crisis
is not merely a clash of ideas
but also a collapse of empathy:
hearts overwhelmed by hatred
and minds closed to listening.
Instead of free words resolving
disputes, guns now render the
final judgment—and that is the
true tragedy confronting our
age.

The death of Kirk must serve
as a moment of reckoning. To
continue down this path means
building societies fractured by
resentment rather than respect,
governed by fear rather than
dialogue. The lesson he leaves
behind is stark yet urgent: dis-
agreement is a natural right,
but accepting the other is a hu-
man necessity. If we lose the
ability to accept those who are
different, then we risk losing
our humanity altogether.

New Conditions for Obtaining
Canadian Citizenship ...

here will be changes to the

requirements for obtaining
Canadian citizenship for the
years 2026-2027, announced
by Immigration, Refugees and
Citizenship Canada (IRCC),
with mandatory reliance on
biometric measures as a pro-
cedure for granting citizen-
ship.

All applicants will be required
to provide the authorities with
fingerprints and facial recog-
nition data as a basic condi-
tion starting next year. This
is considered a fundamental
change from previous pro-
cedures, after the Ministry of
Immigration obtained legisla-
tive powers in 2023 to put an

end to fraud and manipulation.
This aligns with international
measures followed by the
Royal Canadian Mounted Po-
lice (RCMP) and Interpol.

The ministry added that this
data will be collected and
stored in accordance with
Canadian privacy law, with
encryption safeguards, de-
fined retention periods, and
restricted  access.

A draft of the amendments
will be published in 2026 to
receive feedback from cit-
izens, a number of civil soci-
ety organizations, and advisers
in immigration and refugee af-
fairs.

As part of a plan to mod-
ernize the fleet of the Roy-
al Canadian Navy, Canada
has relied on two companies

Canadian Prime Minister Mark
Carney said in a press confer-
ence with German Chancel-
lor Friedrich Merz that these
two companies are the most

capable of meeting the strict
technical requirements.

Carney added that the need
to operate fleets year-round
under very difficult condi-
tions, and to remain for weeks
under sea ice, has narrowed

| the list of potential suppliers.

He announced his intention to
visit the German facility, and
in October will head to South
Korea to visit Hanwha.

A Canadian official noted that

Ottawa is seeking a long-term
maintenance contract, with the
first submarine to be delivered
in 2035.

This step comes in line with
NATO’s requirements to in-
crease defense spending.

Experts Point to the Presence
of Large Spiders in Ontario

n late summer, large num-

bers of spiders have been
spotted across Ontario. Their
appearance may cause alarm,
but they are not poisonous and
their danger does not exceed
that of a bee sting. They spin

their traps for insects outside
homes and on balconies, and
rarely bite unless cornered and
unable to escape. They belong
to the family of orb-weaver
spiders, and their venom para-
lyzes insects.

These spiders appear in late
summer, leaving behind their
large webs in order to capture
insects. They are distinguished
by their legs, marked with dark
and light brown stripes, and by
two white spots on their black
abdomen.

The presence of lights near
houses that attract insects
makes easy prey for the spi-
ders, helping to eliminate those
bothersome bugs. Experts ad-
vise leaving them alone, as
they rarely enter homes and do
not pose a danger to people.

Their Properties in the U.S. ...

n a new survey by Royal

LePage, it appeared that a
majority of Canadians - about
54% - are planning to sell
their properties next year in
the U.S., due to trade tensions
between the two neighboring
countries.

The company’s CEO, Phil
Soper, said these numbers are
very large because more than
one million Canadians visit
the U.S. every winter especial-
ly, and more than 62% of them
own properties and are think-
ing of selling due to concerns
about Trump’s policies.

And 33% of them said the rea-

sons were personal and finan-
cial, and 5% because of fear of
weather phenomena such as
hurricanes, floods, and wild-
fires.

And 44% of those who sold
their properties last year did
so because of the political
climate, and 27% for person-
al and financial reasons, and
22% due to worsening severe
weather.

The policy of uncertainty and
the continuation of Trump and
his administration for four
years is considered a long per-
iod, with no way of predicting
the measures he might take.

Soper said that most investors
in American real estate over
the past two decades have
been Canadians, and the sur-
vey also showed that 32% of
those who sold their properties
intend to invest in Canada.

Soper also said: we are talking
about about half a million real
estate transactions in Canada,
and if investors shift from the
American market to the Can-
adian market, and while inten-
tions do not always turn into
action, there will be a clear im-
pact on the real estate market.

A decrease has also been ob-
served in the number of air and
land trips between Canada and
the U.S.

Statistics Canada showed that
there were 6.1 million trips to
the U.S. during the first quarter
of 2025, a decrease of 10.8%
compared to the same period
last year. And spending de-
creased by 7.9% year-on-year
to reach 5.7 billion dollars.

Around 2,500 adult residents
across Canada participated in
the survey from August 4 to
9, 2025, covering different age
groups.

Poilievre Finally Returns
After Shocking Defeat - What’s Next?

fter 120 days of unexpected loss in

his long-held Ottawa-area riding
of Carleton, Conservative Party leader
Pierre Poilievre has made a dramatic re-
turn to the House of Commons. On Au-
gust 18, 2025, he won a closely watched
by-election in Battle River—Crowfoot,
a rural Alberta riding considered one
of the party’s safest strongholds. His
victory cleared the way for him to re-
sume his role as leader of the Official
Opposition and re-engage in the House
of Commons as a member of parliament
representing the people of Battle Riv-
er-Crowfoot in Parliament.

In the by-election, Poilievre captured
approximately 80.4% of the vote - a
commanding win, though slightly less
than the 82.8% secured by his predeces-
sor, Damien Kurek, in the general elec-
tion earlier in April. Kurek had stepped
aside in June to allow Poilievre a path
back into Parliament.

With his seat secured, Poilievre can
now formally challenge Prime Minister
Mark Carney within the House of Com-
mons, rather than outside its walls as he
had been doing since April. His return
resumes his ability to hold the govern-
ment to account and articulate Conserv-
ative policies directly to lawmakers.

What Does Poilievre’s Comeback Mean
- and What’s His Next Move?

Pierre Poilievre’s return to Parliament
marks an important moment, but it also

raises questions about what direction his
leadership will take. While one practical
outcome of his comeback is resuming
full responsibilities as Opposition lead-
er, it remains unclear whether his stra-
tegic approach will shift. Some wonder
if he will chart a new course or continue
with the forceful, populist style that has
defined much of his career. Supporters
praise this approach for its clarity, but
critics argue that it can be polarizing.

The timing of his return is significant,
as a leadership review is scheduled for
January. His decisive by-election vic-
tory might strengthen his position, yet
if overall support for the party continues
to decline, past campaign missteps
could once again leave him vulnerable.

During the campaign and in the after-
math, Poilievre emphasized core Con-
servative themes such as defending gun
rights, taking a tough stance on crime,
and pushing back against Liberal poli-
cies on immigration and the environ-
ment. However, some commentators
suggest that the real challenge is not his
policy positions but his personal appeal.
They argue that Poilievre continues to
face issues with likability, and that his
messaging has not evolved in ways that
might expand the Conservative Party’s
reach.

Just a few months ago, his political fu-
ture looked uncertain after he lost his
long-held riding of Carleton. Now, he
has returned to Parliament with a re-
sounding majority in Battle River—Cow-
foot, one of the safest Conservative seats
in the country. Several factors contribut-
ed to this turnaround: the riding’s strong
Conservative base, low voter turnout for
the by-election, and Poilievre’s persis-
tent focus on issues like crime, taxation,
and opposition to the carbon tax. These
elements may have helped his message
resonate more strongly with voters this
time.

Ultimately, his comeback offers him a
second chance, but it leaves two key
questions unanswered. Has he learned
from his defeat in Carleton, and will
that experience shape his leadership
going forward? And will he adapt his
tone and strategy to appeal to skeptical
Canadians, or double down on the tac-
tics that secured his return? As Poilievre
steps back into the Commons, attention
will be focused on whether this new
chapter brings fresh energy- and wheth-
er that energy translates into a broader
path forward for both his leadership and
the Conservative Party.

Canada’s Student Visa Policy
Faces Major Overbhanl

In 2025, Canada implemented its
strictest international student visa
policies in over a decade, reshap-
ing application flows and sparking
controversy in the education sector.

The most notable shift is the sharp
rise in visa rejections, which have
reached 62% this year. Applicants
from India have been among the
most affected, facing rejection
rates as high as 80%. This repre-
sents a clear departure from past
approval patterns and has already
begun to influence international
student mobility.

Alongside higher refusal rates, the
financial proof requirement was
doubled to CA$20,000. Important-
ly, this amount must be proved in
addition to tuition fees and travel
expenses. The government stated
that the adjustment is meant to en-
sure students have adequate resour-
ces to cover housing and living ex-
penses while studying in Canada.

Another major change is the
elimination of the Student Dir-
ect Stream (SDS), a program that
previously allowed faster visa pro-
cessing for students from 14 coun-
tries, including India, China, and
the Philippines. The SDS had been
particularly useful for international
students because it required fewer
financial documents and offered
predictable processing times. Its
removal means that all applicants
must now go through standard pro-
cedures, which are slower and less
predictable.

Taken together, these measures
have had an

immediate effect:

study permit applications dropped
by 46% in 2025. For Canadian
post-secondary institutions, this
has raised financial concerns, as
many universities and colleges rely
heavily on international tuition rev-
enue. Several schools have already
indicated they will need to make

budgetary adjustments in response
to the anticipated decline in enroll-
ment.

Student visa refusal rates are high
for several reasons, including con-
cerns about insufficient financial
resources, unclear or inconsistent
study plans, or weak ties to an appli-
cant’s home country. Immigration
officers must be convinced that the
primary purpose of the visit is edu-
cation rather than long-term immi-
gration. Applications are also often
refused due to incomplete docu-
mentation, errors in paperwork, or
doubts about an applicant’s ability
to support themselves financially.
Recent policy changes and closer
scrutiny by immigration officials
have only intensified these challen-
ges, making it more important than
ever for applicants to present clear,
consistent, and well-documented
applications.

Impact on Students

The higher acceptance standards
can enhance the perceived value of
Canadian degrees. By raising the
entry requirements, admission now
signals not only academic ability
but also financial preparedness,
which strengthens the credibility of
Canadian education abroad. Inter-
nationally, the stricter standards
convey that Canadian degrees are
highly selective and highly re-
spected. This selectivity reinforces
the reputation of Canadian univer-
sities and colleges, demonstrating
that students who complete their
studies have met stringent require-
ments.

For international students, these
standards also provide practical
benefits. Meeting the financial and
academic thresholds demonstrates
that students can support them-
selves without excessive reliance
on part-time work, reducing the
risk of financial hardship or debt
after arrival. Additionally, the in-
creased respect for Canadian de-
grees abroad enhances the value of
their education in their home coun-
tries, supporting both profession-
al opportunities and recognition.
While universities may need to
adjust to lower international enroll-
ment, these measures contribute to
a more sustainable system, bene-
fiting students and maintaining the
quality and global standing of Can-
adian education over time.

Stellantis to Bring Back Third Shift at Windsor
Assembly Plant, Creating Over 1,000 Jobs in 2026

—

tellantis has announced the

return of the third shift at
the Windsor Assembly Plant,
set to resume in early 2026 af-
ter a five-year hiatus.

The move is expected to gen-
erate 1,000 to 1,500 new jobs,
providing a significant boost
to Windsor’s labor market,
which relies heavily on the
automotive sector.

“This is a welcome relief after
a challenging period marked
by shutdowns and work-

force reductions,” said James
Stewart, president of the lo-
cal workers’ union. He noted
that negotiations with the
company began in 2023 and
that reinstating the third shift
had been a key priority for the
union.

Longtime workers expressed
optimism about the announce-
ment. Justin Galps, a plant em-
ployee with nearly ten years of
experience, said, “We’ve faced
tough times with job losses,

but now there’s real hope that
former workers will return and
new talent will join the plant.”

The third shift was origin-
ally introduced at Windsor
Assembly in 1993 and con-
tinued until 2020, when its
cancellation resulted in the
loss of approximately 1,500
jobs. Stellantis indicated that
strong production forecasts for
models such as the Chrysler
Pacifica and the new Dodge
Charger are driving the deci-
sion to reinstate the shift.

Stewart added that prepara-
tions will begin in the coming
months to equip production
lines and hire new employees,
emphasizing that the return
of the third shift will further
strengthen Windsor’s position
as a key hub in Canada’s auto-
motive industry.

Undergoes Cancer Surgery

indsor Ward 6 Council-

lor Jo-Anne Gignac has
officially stepped into the role
of acting mayor while Mayor
Drew Dilkens undergoes sur-
gery following his recent pros-
tate cancer diagnosis.

“Council was informed yester-
day, pretty much at the same
time as everybody in the city,”
Gignac confirmed.

She added that the mayor has
been transparent with council
and the community through-
out the process. “The mayor
has been very clear in terms
of his decision, and he’s very
optimistic—as is Jane, his

wife.”

Dilkens, 53, revealed on Mon-
day that he had been diag-
nosed with intermediate-stage
prostate cancer after years of
regular PSA testing.

“I consider myself one of the
lucky ones, that I’ve been
diagnosed early,” Dilkens
said. “Thank God my family
doctor checked the box to get
a baseline PSA number. Had I
not had that number, honestly,
there are no signs and symp-
toms. I don’t feel any differ-
ent today than I did four years
ago. That’s why prostate can-
cer is called the silent killer.”

His urologist, Dr. Raj Goel,
underscored the importance
of PSA screening. “A lot of it
is picked up with PSA testing.
Physical exams can some-
times detect disease, but not
in its infancy. The PSA, pros-
tate-specific antigen screen-
ing, is a simple blood test that
allows us to detect the disease
much sooner,” he explained.

During Dilkens’ recovery,
Gignac will temporarily over-
see mayoral duties, -chair
council meetings, and repre-
sent Windsor at official events.
She emphasized that her role
is only interim.

“This is nothing new for me,
and I’m pleased to be able to
do it. We just want him back as
quickly as possible,” she said.

While Dilkens is eager to re-
turn to City Hall, Gignac has
urged him to prioritize his
health. “Procedures are dif-
ferent for everybody. But I
do know Drew Dilkens, and I
know he will want to be back
as quickly as possible,” she
noted.

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Israeli-Russian Researcher Elizabeth Tsurkov
Freed After More Than Two Years in Iraqi Captivity

lizabeth Tsurkov, the Is-

raeli-Russian researcher
who had been held captive in
Iraq for more than two years,
has finally been released, US
President Donald Trump an-
nounced on Tuesday. Tsurkov
was abducted in Baghdad in
July 2023 by the Iran-backed
militia Kataib Hezbollah,
sparking extensive inter-
national efforts involving the
United States government,
her family, and diplomatic
partners to secure her free-
dom. She is now safely at the
American Embassy in Iraq,
ending a harrowing ordeal
that drew global attention and
highlighted the dangers faced
by researchers working in
conflict zones.

Tsurkov’s sister, Emma, ex-
pressed overwhelming re-
lief and gratitude, saying
the family was “incredibly
happy” with the news. Emma
thanked the Trump admin-
istration for its persistent ef-
forts to secure her sister’s re-
lease, noting the long months
of advocacy and negotiation
that led to this outcome. Iraqi
Prime Minister Mohammed
Shia al-Sudani confirmed
Tsurkov’s release, describing
her as a “Russian citizen” and
emphasizing Iraq’s commit-
ment to upholding the law
and state authority. He added
that the government would
not allow anyone to com-
promise Iraq’s reputation or
interfere with its sovereign-
ty. The case’s sensitivity is
heightened by Tsurkov’s dual
Israeli-Russian identity, par-
ticularly since Iraq does not
recognize Israel and normal-
ization with the country is il-

legal under Iraqi law.

Born in Israel to Russian par-
ents, Tsurkov completed her
mandatory military service
in Israel before embarking on
a career in research and aca-
demia. At the time of her kid-
napping, she was a doctoral
student at Princeton Univer-
sity, specializing in research
on Syria and fluent in Arabic.
Tsurkov was also recognized
for her critical analysis of
Israeli policies toward Pal-
estinians, which made her
a prominent and sometimes
controversial figure in both
academic and policy cir-
cles. Her kidnapping brought
attention not only to her per-
sonal plight but also to the
broader risks facing civilians

and researchers operating in
regions of conflict.

Kataib Hezbollah, the militia
responsible for her abduction,
is one of Iraq’s most powerful
Iran-backed armed groups.
Designated a terrorist organ-
ization by the United States,
it has been linked to multiple
attacks on American forces
and diplomatic missions
in Iraq. Tsurkov’s capture
underscored the persistent
security challenges in the
country, where militias often
operate with considerable au-
tonomy and exert significant
influence over local and na-
tional affairs.

Over the past two years, her
sister Emma led a tireless

campaign for Elizabeth’s re-
lease, meeting with U.S. offi-
cials, engaging international
media, and pressing for diplo-
matic action. The effort inten-
sified after President Trump
returned to office in January,
with U.S. special hostage en-
voy Adam Boehler traveling
to Iraq in February to negoti-
ate directly with local author-
ities and intermediaries. These
combined efforts ultimately
resulted in Tsurkov’s safe re-
lease and return.

Her release coincides with
a broader series of recent
U.S.-mediated hostage recov-
eries. In May, Israeli-Amer-
ican Edan Alexander was freed
from Gaza following nego-
tiations with Hamas. In July,

ten Americans were released
through a prisoner swap in-
volving Venezuela and El
Salvador. Earlier this year,
American teacher Marc Fogel
was freed from Russian cap-
tivity. Announcing Tsurkov’s
release, Trump called for the
remaining Israeli hostages in
Gaza to be released, high-
lighting ongoing diplomatic
efforts to resolve complex
hostage situations in the re-
gion.

Elizabeth Tsurkov’s ordeal
illustrates the dangers faced
by civilians and academics
in volatile areas, as well as
the vital role of sustained
advocacy, international co-
ordination, and strategic ne-
gotiation in achieving a suc-
cessful resolution. For her
family, colleagues, and the
wider academic community,
her release is a moment of
immense relief and celebra-
tion. It also sends a broader
message about the limits of
militia power in Iraq and the
effectiveness of diplomacy in
protecting civilians caught in
dangerous circumstances.

Her return to safety marks
the conclusion of a long and
painful chapter, reflecting
both her personal resilience
and the determination of
those who worked relent-
lessly for her freedom. The
international community now
has an opportunity to recog-
nize her bravery and continue
emphasizing the protection
of civilians, scholars, and hu-
manitarian actors in conflict
zones worldwide.
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
